It is compulsory that all participants carry their own third party insurance cover. (Details on entry forms
please)

All horse/ponies must be 4 years old and over and must be driven to a suitable vehicle (pneumatic tyres are
allowed).

The drive will be approx 15km in length and will include upto six simple optional obstacles. A driver may omit any one (or
several). Explicit diagrams will be issued beforehand, but only one attempt may be made to negotiate each obstacle.

The drive is in a Royal Estate and it is hoped that all competitors will be smartly and safely dressed, wearing HARD
HATS, gloves and carrying whips.

The organisers reserve the right to refuse entry and stop any turnout they deem unsuitable, unsafe or driven in an
inappropriate manner. The decision of the committee on any matter shall be final.

The Organising Committee and the charities accept no liability for damage, injury or illness to any person, horse,
pony, vehicle or property, however caused.
